FINANCIAL REPORT (pg. 6-14)

Financial Report

The Financial Report for the month of November was presented reflecting a starting balance of
$5,459,337.70 with a total monthly income received of $6,762,516.17 and monthly expenses of
$6,609,256.35 with a total net monthly income of $153,259.82 and an ending month balance of
$5,612,597.52 with accounts receivable of $756,460.28 leaving a total of $40,808,476.79.

Investments and CD’s for November 2021

The investments portfolio value was $13,840,257.68 with a market change of ($140,214.48)
leaving a total of $13,700,043.20. The starting balance in CD’s was $16,164,163.87, with
interest earned of $4,210.65 leaving a balance of $16,168,374.52.

NOVEMBER EXPENDITURES
The expenditures for the month of November were reviewed.
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Chairman Russ Kaubris requested that the full financial report be approved by unanimous
consent, all were in favor.

WELLNESS UPDATE
Michele gave an update on the Wellness Initiative program:

BCBS YEAR IN REVIEW

Heidi Fountain and other members from BCBS gave a presentation on the Trust’s claims, costs,
and overall performance for medical and prescription coverage over the last year. This
information was compared to the Trust’s performance the previous year and BCBS’s benchmark
for their municipal and self-insured accounts. They continue to praise the Trust’s strong
Wellness Initiative program. Our highest claims are from diabetes and cancer cases.

BCBS SERVICE ISSUES
Joe reported that we have a new contact at BCBS for day-to-day operations. The new contact
seems to be providing a much better service to the Trust than previous one.

MEDICAL RFP UPDATE

John Garrish presented the proposals received from Aetna and Cigna in response to our medical
RFP. Both proposals showed a lower admin fee than that of BCBS, and an increase in wellness
credits. The presentation was followed by some discussion among the Executive Committee
which concluded with presenting this information to the IAC in J anuary for informational
purposes only.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Starting Saturday, private health insurers will be required to
cover up to eight home COVID-19 tests per month for people on their plans. The Biden

administration announced the change Monday as it looks to lower costs and make testing

for the virus more convenient amid rising frustrations.
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Under the new policy, first detailed to the AP, Americans will be able to either purchase

home testing kits for free under their insurance or submit receipts for the tests for

reimbursement, up to the monthly per-person limit. A family of four, for instance, could
be reimbursed for up to 32 tests per month. PCR tests and rapid tests ordered or
administered by a health provider will continue to be fully covered by insurance with no

limit.

President Joe Biden faced criticism over the holiday season for a shortage of at-home
rapid tests as Americans traveled to see family amid the surge in cases from the more
transmissible omicron variant. Now the administration is working to make COVID-19

home tests more accessible, both by increasing supply and bringing down costs.

Later this month, the federal government will launch a website to begin making 500
million at-home COVID-19 tests available via mail. The administration also is scaling up

emergency rapid-testing sites in areas experiencing the greatest surges in cases.

The insurer-covered testing would dramatically reduce costs for many Americans, and
the administration hopes that by easing a barrier to more regular at-home testing, it can
help slow the spread of the virus, get kids back into school more quickly and help people
gather safely.

“This is all part of our overall strategy to ramp up access to easy-to-use, at-home tests at
no cost,” Health and Human Services Secretary Xavier Becerra said in a statement. “By
requiring private health plans to cover people’s at-home tests, we are further expanding

Americans’ ability to get tests for free when they need them.”

Biden announced the federal requirement late last year, and it kicks in on Jan. 15, but the

administration had been silent until now on details of the plan.

The administration is trying to incentivize private insurers to cover the tests up-front and
without a cumbersome reimbursement process. Insurance plans that work with

pharmacies and retailers to cover the up-front costs of the tests will be required to

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reimburse only up to $12 per test if purchased through an out-of-network retailer. Plans

that don't move proactively to set up a network of pharmacies would have to cover the

full retail price that the customer paid — which could be more than $12 per test.

Only tests purchased on or after Jan. 15 will be required to be reimbursed, the
administration said. Some insurers may choose to cover the costs of at-home tests

purchased earlier, but they won't have to.

Mina Bressler, a mother of two and a therapist in San Mateo, California, was able to buy
rapid test kits online and shared some with a parent who works in the service industry
and doesn’t have time to “sit at her computer every hour refreshing the Walmart page to

see when tests are in stock.”

“I gave her some and her kids went to school. That’s one time and there’s a million of

her,” Bressler said.

“Just like vaccines becoming available really shone a light on the inequity of what’s going
on in this pandemic, I think testing is the new flashlight for that because who’s going

online stalking Walmart? It’s not the most vulnerable people in the county,” Bressler
added.

Americans on Medicare won't be able to get tests reimbursed through the federal
insurance plan, but Medicaid and Children’s Health Insurance Program plans are
required to cover the cost of at-home tests fully.
